Gonzales is a small, rural, and predominantly agricultural community located in the Salinas Valley. Gonzales
Unified School District (GUSD) is the only school district in the community, serving approximately 2,110 students
from Transitional Kindergarten to 12th grade. GUSD operates three comprehensive schools and one adult
school including La Gloria Elementary School for students from TK to 5th, Fairview Middle School for students
from éth to 8th, and Gonzales High School for students from 9th to 12th grade. The Gonzales students
represent 98% of Hispanic or Latino descent, and out of these students, 45% are classified as English Language
Learners. Of the total student population, 88% are identified as low socio-economic, 15% as Homeless/Foster,
and 13% are students with disabilities.

The Gonzales Unified School District is commmitted to providing a quality education that prepares all students
to be lifelong learners in order to empower students to become successful and contributing members of
society.
